He was unique in his prose
writing and writing skills, so he published many sermons, magazines, fatwas and issues. But today very few of them
remain. He had a strange memory and used to say:

"I have not entrusted to my mind any trust in which he has acted treacherously. Nor has he called his power
of thought and teaching for any difficulty and he has not untied my knot." In 1248 AH he was appointed Mufti of
the Hanafis. A few months earlier, he had been appointed Nazim-e-Ala of Marjania Madrasa. This position was
reserved for the greatest scholar of the city. Minister Kabir Ali Raza Pasha learned that there was no better scholar
in the city than him. In the month of Shawwal 1263 AH, he separated from the position of Ifta ‘and
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started compiling Qur'anic commentaries. In 1267 AH he set out for Constantinople and presented hiscommentary
to Sultan Abdul Majeed Khan. The Sultan liked him very much and returned home on 1269 AH.

He was a leading Salafi scholar of the religions of jurisprudence and various religions and was a
Shafi'ibyprofession. But he imitated ImamAbu Hanifa in many matters. Towards theend of his life, his inclination
was towards ljtihad. You have left many precious books in your memory. The following are the names of famous
works.
